He loved the people of this
Church and said, “I fell in love with the people but when we had lunch on
Sundays my stomach fell in love with the people.” Edward enjoyed and loved
being with his family and taking care of them. No matter what happened, he
would be at their sides in a moment’s notice offering love, support, and wise
counsel. He enjoyed long drives and would always take the scenic route,
enjoying life and what it had to offer. Edward also dabbled in poetry, using the
pen name, The Phantom Poet. If anyone ever locked themselves out of their
car or home, The Phantom Poet would strike again.
