He also served in the US Army where he had
the honor of playing for the Fort Sam Houston basketball team. His other
basketball accomplishments include being inducted into the JCJC Sports Hall
of Fame, Mississippi Community and Junior College Sports Hall of Fame, and
the Mississippi College Hall of Fame.
